In September 2019 Pope Francis instituted
Sunday of the Word of God, to be held each
year on the 3" Sunday in Ordinary Time. In
establishing a Sunday of the Word of God Pope
Francis is inviting us to have a deeper
appreciation for the place and importance of
Sacred Scripture in our lives.

In the Introduction to the Lectionary the Church
reminds us that the Scriptures are the living
waters from which all who seek life and salvation
must drink (paragraph 5) and all of the baptized
are to be messengers of God’s Word in part by
the witness of their lives (paragraph 7). The
Church asks us to listen reverently as the Word
of God is proclaimed.

An ideal way to prepare is to read the Sunday
readings before participating in Mass and then
develop the skill and habit of listening as the
Scriptures are proclaimed aloud.
