Adoration / Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament
Some have asked whether we could have
Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament during this
time when the church is open from 11 to 1pm for
personal prayer.

The document Holy Communion and Worship of
the Eucharist Outside Mass issued by
Congregation for Divine Worship and the Discipline
of the Sacraments states:

“The Blessed Sacrament should never be exposed
for the purposes of private devotion.”

The exposition of the Blessed Sacrament is a public
liturgical rite which is celebrated by the Church
community. As such, the times of exposition are
typically scheduled when a sufficient number of the
faithful can be present to pray before the exposed
Eucharist.

This is not possible with the limits of 10 people in the
church.

Since it is expected that Adoration of the Blessed
Sacrament would flow from, or lead to, the
celebration of the Eucharist, and since public
Masses have been suspended in the Archdiocese of
Toronto at this time, we will not have Exposition of
the Blessed Sacrament.

While there is permission presently from Cardinal
Collins for a 10 minute communion service to be
held in parishes with up to 9 people, | feel that this
diminishes the Mystery of the Eucharist. It leads to
the malformation of the people of God as getting
some “thing” vs celebrating the Eucharist.

The Cardinal has been quite clear in granting
pastors complete discretion in this matter so we will
not have communion services and the church will
not be open on Sundays for personal prayer.
