Preparing for and Celebrating the Easter 
Triduum - April 14 – 17, 2022 

The Easter Triduum is the highpoint of our 
Church year. The word Triduum means three. 
For a Catholic there is really nothing more 
important than gathering with the community to 
pray throughout these three days.  
 

A liturgical day begins at sundown, so our first 
day is from sundown on Thursday to sundown 
on Friday. The second day is sundown on 
Friday to sundown on Saturday and the third 
day is sundown on Saturday to sundown on 
Sunday. The Easter Triduum is really one 
liturgy that extends over the three days. We go 
home in-between to rest, pray and to ponder 
the mystery of Jesus’ life, death and 
resurrection.  
 

We live in a world that seldom takes time off 
from work and daily demands so it is important 
to plan how we can keep the Easter Triduum 
holy. You are invited to take time each day, to 
prepare and to reflect on the liturgy.
